
Scholarship Guidelines and Facts

The guidelines for applying for the Scholarship are to be strictly followed. Any guidelines not followed will
disqualify the applicant no matter how deserving. Please read and follow this outline and regulations very
carefully.
Eligibility Requirements

1.The Applicant must be a graduate of an accredited Secondary School in the State of Connecticut.

2.The candidate must be a legal resident of the State of Connecticut.

3.The application must be postmarked no later than May 1, 2026.

4.Candidates parents or grandparents must be a registered member of the parish of St. Pio of Pietrelcina.

Application Requirements

The candidate must submit the following:

a. The approved Council #3300 application form properly completed.
b. A recommendation from their high school guidance counselor, principal, teacher or coach, etc… in the
form of a letter to the Scholarship Committee.
c. An official sealed transcript of grades (cumulative high school record).
College Requirement

The College or University that the candidate wishes to attend must be a certified institution.
Evaluation Criteria

The candidate will be evaluated on the following criteria:

A. Scholastic
B. Community and Parish Service
C. Character, Leadership and Merit
Submission Instructions

All of the above information MUST accompany the application or the application will NOT be considered by
the Scholarship Committee.
